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Document on Normalization for M. Planning (Integrated) CET - 2024 

 
Percentile Scores: Percentile scores are scores based on the relative performance of 

all the Candidates who appear for the CET Examination. Basically, the marks obtained 

are transformed into a scale ranging from 100 to 0 for whole examination conducted 

in single Batch/shift using single Question Paper of all the examinees appearing for 

the said CET Examination. 

 
The Percentile Score indicates the percentage of the candidates who have appeared 

for CET who have scored EQUAL TO OR BELOW (same or lower raw scores) in that 

examination. Therefore, the topper (highest score) of each CET Examination 

conducted in single shift will get the same Percentile of 100 which is desirable. The 

marks obtained in between the highest and lowest scores are also converted to 

appropriate Percentiles. 

 
The Percentile score of a Candidate Appearing for the CET conducted in the single 

shift will be calculated is calculated using the following formula: Percentile Scores: 

Percentile scores are scores based on the relative performance of all those who 

appear for the examination. Basically, the marks obtained are transformed into a 

scale ranging from 100 to 0 for each session of examinees. 

The Percentile Scores will be calculated up to 7 decimal places to avoid 

bunching effect and reduce ties.

Note: The Percentile of the Total shall NOT be an aggregate or average of the 
Percentile of individual subject. Percentile score is not the same as percentage of 
marks obtained. 
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STEP-BY-STEP PROCEDURE FOR NORMALIZATION AND PREPARATION OF 

PERCENTILE SCORE: 

 
Step-1: Preparation of Results: The examination results for the session 

would be prepared in the form of 

 Raw Scores 

 Percentiles Scores separately for each of the three subjects (Physics, Chemistry 

and Mathematics) and the Total.

 

Total Percentile (T1P) = 100 X  

 

 

Physics Percentile (P1P) = 100 X    

 

Chemistry Percentile (C1P) = 100 X   

 

Mathematics Percentile (M1P) = 100 X   

 

The Percentile will be calculated separately for the Total raw score and the raw scores in three subjects 

(Physics, Chemistry and Mathematics) as follows:
